Cleaning and Sanitizing
Follett ice machines and dispensers, and their associated cleaning and sanitizing procedures, are designed
for use with potable water sources. The presence, or suspected presence, of infectious agents may call
for additional measures, including the replacement of components and more comprehensive disinfection
measures. Follett recommends that these cleaning and sanitizing procedures be reviewed with the
appropriate infectious agent subject matter experts to assure complete remediation.

Follett recommends sanitizing the pressurized water lines prior to cleaning the ice machine/dispenser by
using kit P/N 01089572. Follow the instructions provided with the kit to sanitize the pressurized water lines
immediately before cleaning the ice machine/dispenser.

1. Use thread tape or paste
and install the elbow on
the outlet of the pre-filter
(Fig. 2.1).

2. Connect braided hose
assembly to elbow (Fig. 2.2).

3. Install pre-filter (not
pictured) into 10" pre-filter
bowl.

4. Position bracket (with
pre-filter) in desired
location (allow 3" bottom
clearance for ease of filter
replacement).

Note: Filter bowl is hand-
tightened only.

5. Level bracket and mark hole
locations.

6. Remove bracket, drill holes,
then install bracket using
appropriate anchors for
your application.

7. Place primary Pall 0.2 micron
filter in mounting bracket
ensuring arrow (Fig. 2.3)
is pointing away from the
pressure regulator.

8. Attach quick connect
coupling with braided
hose to inlet (non-arrow)
side of the 0.2 micron filter
(Fig. 2.4).

Both the pre-filter and primary filter
should be replaced every 6 months

9. Connect additional quick connect coupling to outlet side of filter (Fig. 2.5).

10. Connect cold water supply to pre-filter inlet using a 2" MPT fitting (Fig. 2.6) (not supplied).

11. Connect 2" FPT fitting (not supplied) to quick connect (Fig. 2.7).

Using approved potable water tubing supply water to IM/Dispenser.
Flush system for 5 minutes prior to use.

Note: Both the pre-filter and primary filter should be replaced every 6 months (or sooner if water
conditions dictate).
